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Abstract. The article presents the results of a comparative psychological analysis
of the semantic sphere of the personality of those convicted of corruption crimes and
those convicted of ordinary crimes. The empirical study involved 200 convicts serving
sentences in the Ryazan region, of whom 100 were convicted of corruption crimes and
100 were convicted of ordinary crimes and crimes against the person. As a result, it
was revealed that the egocentric level is dominant in the studied groups of convicts,
the second most pronounced is the group-centric level, the third place is occupied
by the humanistic level, the fourth place is the willingness to accept spiritual values,
the fifth place is the increased probability of appropriation of the spiritual level. It was
found that the most pronounced level of the semantic sphere among the convicts of
the studied groups is egocentric, but it is more pronounced among those convicted of
ordinary crimes.
